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1. [Initial Thoughts . . . First, describe how you came up with the idea for your

Culminating Project. Then, explain how your idea fits either the the “Academic,”
“Career,” and/or “Personal” section of your Advisory Portfolio.




2. Describing Your Culminating Project Preparation . . . First, explain why you chose
your mentor and how your mentor was helpful to you. Then, describe what you
arranged (people, materials, time, etc.) in order to start your Culminating Project.




3. Describing Your Culminating Project . . . First, using your “Culminating Project
Journal,” retell what you did to complete your project. Then, describe what you
believe you accomplished when you were finished.







4. Evaluating Your Culminating Project . . . Explain what you learned from your
Culminating Process experience.

5. Applying Your Culminating Project . . . First, think about your medium and long term
goals. Then, imagine your life five-to-ten years from now, and explain how your
Culminating Project experience will still be valuable.
